Anastasija hopes to graduates next year. Anastasija’s passion consists of many varied styles:
Jazz and World music fusion: “Noah’s Ark” is one of the ensembles she is part off. It consists of Jazz, Turkish eastern and Pop styles. However in August this year “Noah’s Ark” won a grand prix prize as a most creative and correct in style ensemble of the Rotterdam’s World music competition.
